This 
class provides the administrative structure and resources for the Freshman Mentor Program. 
Weekly topics along with monthly discussions will afford second-year mentors an opportunity to 
develop a deeper understanding of the importance of university engagement and leadership from 
an applied perspective. Second-year mentors are required to actively participate in online 
discussion groups and during in-person monthly meetings. Credit/No Credit only. May be repeated 
up to three times.
